Today’s time together is to gain a better understanding of Indicator 14. We wanted to remind the audience today about how Indicator 14 is directly related to the state’s performance plan the SSP is a requirement of the federal government through the Office of Special Education Programs (aka OSEP).

Each State must have in place a performance plan that evaluates the State’s efforts to implement the requirements and purposes of IDEA and describes how the State will improve implementation of each of the 20 indicators.  The plan must be reviewed at least once every 6 years.

The SPP includes:

Baseline data on each indicator
Measurable and rigorous targets for each indicator
And the SPP must also include improvement activities, timelines, and resources for achieving the targets.

Each state must develop an Annual Performance Report (APR) that describes the state’s performance at achieving the targets for the 20 quality indicators.  This report is to be submitted annually to the U.S. Department of Education and the public.  The U.S. Department of Education reviews the APR to determine if the plan meets the requirements of IDEA.

In the first webinar of the exit process, you were introduced to the basics of Indicator 14. Here we see the connectedness of the various indicators related to secondary transition.  And I ask that you look at these starting at the bottom and working your way up.

In general however, these four indicators should be looked at together when making informed decisions regarding secondary transition program successes and areas of need.

So we start with the foundation of high quality, rigorous, standards aligned secondary school programs for all students. Many of you are used to seeing a three tiered system of support for instruction or behavior.  Well, we also have one for transition and this is the tier 1, foundational pieces that we have in place for all students, not just students with disabilities.  Indicator 13 is what looks specifically at high quality IEPs designed to help students achieve their post-school outcomes.  And think about it, if these two things are in place within an LEA, we have a much better shot of ensuring our students do not drop out but rather they graduate from our schools (which are Indicators 1 and 2).  And additionally, if our planning has been individualized and effective and the intentional planning and preparation has been done, then our students have a better chance of being in the right place post high school and meeting their individualized post-school outcomes one year outside of high school.

Pennsylvania has a unique process for collecting this data. In PA, the system we use to collect this data is a stratified random sample process to decide the various cohort groups.  1/5 of schools across PA were chosen and will participate one time every 5 years.  There is one exception to this and that is the district of Philadelphia.  Because they have over 50,000 students, the district of Philadelphia participates and are surveyed every year.  But only 1/5 of the high schools across Philadelphia participates every year, not every high school.

It is important to remember that the PaPOS process is a 2 -year process.  This year, you will be collecting information for students who have left your school or who will be leaving your school during the 2022-2023 school year.  As an LEA, you have been notified of your need to participate in PaPOS Exit Process.

Then next year, you are going to be asked to utilize the information gathered this year to follow up with these exact same students one year outside of them leaving school to complete a survey with them.  You will also be notified by BSE regarding your participation in the Post School survey.  Students who completed the Exit Process will be provided with access to the myplan4success app through their LEA to complete the Post Survey.  The student/family will be given access to the survey and reminders will be provided to the student/family twice and then if no response, the LEA will facilitate the completion of the online survey through the app with the students.  We are in the pilot stage and more details and training will be provided to Cohort 3 LEAs next spring.

We are looking at the youth who had IEPs and are exiters from high school, so those with IEPs who graduated, aged out or dropped out, and where they are one year outside of high school.  Specifically, the Federal Government through OSEP is looking at leavers from this year.

Reached maximum age - Include any student with an IEP who reached the age of 21 between September 1, 2022 and June 30, 2023.
**If a student leaves because he/she reaches maximum age, select this option rather than ‘Graduates with a high school diploma’
Received a GED Include any student with an IEP who receives a GED between September 1, 2022 and June 30, 2023.

We do have a few exceptions to students who may be a part of your list of potential leavers who actually do not exit your school between September 1, 2022 and June 30, 2023.  These exceptions could include:

A student turns 21 on March 15, 2023 and will be staying throughout the rest of the term which ends on May 31, 2023.  Although graduation is on June 2, 2023, the student qualifies for ESY and will be attending ESY through July 31, 2023.

You would consider this student as a leaver, even though they are “staying on through ESY”.

In both scenarios such as these, we want you to include these students as leavers during the 22-23 school year and we expect you to complete an exit process on them.  And then if by some chance, like in the 2nd scenario, the student does not pass the summer school class and graduate, next year when that student comes up on your list, you will just state that the student did not exit school this year and you will not be expected to complete a post-school survey on that student.

Your number one priority at this time is to be sure that you are administering surveys to any students who drop out or GRADUATE before the end of the year.    This should be done with the paper survey that we gave you.

So now, before we show you the actual surveys and give you the timelines that you will be responsible for, we are going to go over how recommendations on how to contact those hard to find youth.

Now you might be asking yourself why I would be going over this information with you now since I told you that you will not be actually contacting the leavers until the end of next year. So at the end of the 23-24 school year.

Well, believe it or not, there are actually things that you can do this year to make your job easier next year when following up with the leavers.  And that is why we will be going over this with you now.

 The National technical Assistance Center on Transition suggests focusing on the following areas when planning for and getting in touch with youth one year outside of high school:

Provide Pre-Notification (as many methods as appropriate)
Create Familiarity ( introduce and communicate with family on occasion)
Provide Incentives-brainstorm for students, families and staff

For this training and recording, we will be showing the hard copy or fillable form provided to the LEAs at our last webinar as a handout.  Some LEAs completed these for students as their SAAFP or last IEP meeting occurred. To complete this section or part, since the student is a leaver for the 2022-2023 school year, you now need to enter the date the student left (or the projected date the student will be leaving) and the manner in which the student left. 

So in most cases for students that graduate, you are putting the schools graduation date.  So in most cases, this would be whatever the May or June graduation date is.  But in some situations, you may have a student graduating at the semester break.  In that case, you would put the January date the student received their diploma. But again, in most situations, it will be the May or June graduation date.

Let’s move to the online form. This how the data from the fillable form will be entered into the system.  For a student who dropped out, you would put the specific date that the parent or the district withdrew the student from school.

For a student who is leaving school because they have reached the maximum age of 21, you will put the last day of school within the school term of the student turning 21.

And if the student received a GED during the 2021-2022 school year, you must put the date that the student actually received the GED, not the date the student dropped out of school.  If the student has not received the GED during the 21-22 school year, then they should be coded as a drop out, not GED

Please note that the accuracy of this exit date is very crucial for the future when you will be completing the post school surveys with these same students next year.  You will not be able to administer the post school surveys with these students until at least one year AFTER the student has exited school.

So for example, if the students in your school are graduating on June 10, 2020, then next year when you administer the post school surveys, you will not be able to begin administering them until one year after the students left school, or June 11, 2021.

Question 16 is geared toward the specific accommodations that the student received while attending high school.

We know that this list is not an exhaustive list of accommodations.  We do not want everything that a student was receiving under specially designed instruction to be included in this answer.  But rather, understanding that we want to know what accommodations the student needed to graduate would be most beneficial. 

You should be asking the student this question.  If the student is unsure of any answer, refer to the student’s most recent IEP or school record for assistance.  If an item with “please describe” is selected, be sure to add clarifying information in the space provided.   We also tell the people who are asking the students the questions to ask. “What specifically helped you in school and what made a difference for you.”  And again, if a student is having difficulty answering the question, the person can refer to the student’s most recent IEP if necessary.

You have the option of answering “None” on question 16 if no accommodations were received.  

This question also parallels a question that the student will be answering next year when they are answering the question regarding what accommodations they are receiving in their post-secondary environment.

Moving on – the next section is the Contact information for the student.  This should be as accurate as possible because this is the information that you will be using next year when trying to get in touch with the student after they’ve been gone from high school for one year.  Because at that time, they will need to be completing the post-school survey.

The information must be recorded for both the student and the primary contact.
If any of the information is Not Applicable, for example if the student does not have a cell phone, you can enter NA.

Please be advised to make sure to record information fully so for example you would want to include the area code for a phone number or a provider for a website.

It will be important again to gather as much unique information for this person as possible.

I just want to reiterate that the more specific and accurate the information is in the contact information sections, for both the student and the primary contact, the easier your job will be next year when trying to contact the youth.
