Making an experience book come alive...

Anything your child can touch or move will help to hold their interest. Using envelopes or clear plastic
bags to hold removable pieces have been useful for many parents. Here are some examples.

“Christmas Time”

Envelope contains pine needles from the
Christmas tree

“A Day at the Beach”

Real sand is glued onto page

“Feeding the Ducks”

Have a photo of child with the ducks.
Then have a plastic bag containing bird
seed and feathers

“Toll Booth”

Have actual coins taped to the page

“Family Puppets”

Laminated w/ velcro on back to be pulled
out to re-enact the experiences as you
look through the book
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“Cooking”

Put a slit in the page where the pot is.
Food items come out of an envelope and
can be placed into the pot and stirred.

“Sally learned to tie a bow”

“Pizza Time”

Actual shoe lace on show picture so Sally
can show off her new skill when she
turns to that page.

Cut a piece from actual pizza box, lift flap,
and draw a pizza under there.
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“Who’s there?”

Take turns putting a picture under the
door flap and guessing who's there.
(Envelope contains friends pictures)
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
