Creating Content - Downloading Content

Book Creator (for iPad, Android, Windows 10)

- eBooks created will run on any platform

- Can export to Padlet, Google Drive, more from app

- Can create invisible hotspots on images, record/import audio, video,
images, add text fields, layer text over images, add hyperlinks, callouts,
comic book template layouts

IPACT - (iPad app) 200 templates within four different modules (Learn, Read,
Write and Talk About) allows you to create a base activity, then clone and import
resources into new template to progress activities through learning and reading
about topic, writing about topic, and then communicating. Can create Shared
folders in Dropbox or Google Drive to save/share activities. Add images, video,
audio, text.

Explain Everything (iPad), ShowMe, Educreations - Use whiteboard tools to
create learning activities. Explain Everything can import video.

Know Recorder (iPad/iPhone only) Use whiteboard tools to create activities,
import video, images, PDF file, take pictures/video live to import, activities can be
exported to camera roll, Dropbox, YouTube, then used anywhere.

Stage (iPad)

Creative Book Builder - (iPad/Android app) can import ePub files, add other
elements to books such as video, image, audio, text, etc. and then export. Can
import from Google Drive, Dropbox. Can export edited book directly to iBooks, or
export to Dropbox, Google Drive,OneDrive, Box, iCloud, Scan QR Code, others.
Export to various options also. Using Creative Book Builder allows you to add
additional supports to PDF, ePub files.

Tarheelreader.org - with a free log in can create basic reading stories for low
incidence students, download or read already created stories.

tools, add text to screen, use blank whiteboard screen to create learning
activities.

Converting Text files to MP3 audio Files

Kurzweil 3000 - (www.kurzweiledu.com) From the file menu in Kurzweil 3000
choose Audio File, Create Audio File. This will create an MP3 audio file of the
current document. Can select voice, adjust reading speed before saving.
Read&Write for Google (Chrome extension) - select text on any web page,
click on the Speech Maker button on the toolbar, creates an MP3 file of the
selected text being read aloud by current reading voice and speed

Read&Write (installed version www.texthelp.com) Speech Maker button on
toolbar. Select text, click on the Speech Maker button on the toolbar, creates an
MP3 file of the selected text being read aloud by current reading voice and
speed.

Use Voice Notes in Kurzweil 3000. Select text, choose Tools menu, Notes, Add voice
Note. Record your own voice paraphrasing selected text, or in the example of a
Shakespeare play translating to common day English. Use for pars of speech, selection
in poems to denote irony, etc.

Provide a space for after class discussion so students that need more time to
formulate responses can- such as Collaborize Classroom

Students use technology to communicate with other students, but typically not to
collaborate. Collaboration needs to be taught as a skill.

Use Google Cloud Print to save files and assignments from apps or programs
that are not linked to Google Drive, into Google Drive

Using Voice Recognition:

Start by creating content in MS word - example - copy/paste current event article, add

guestions and add an underscore at the end of each where the student would type an

answer. Save as PDF.

- Can open on iPad in various apps, use Siri for voice recognition, word prediction
on keyboard for supports to writing.

- Open on a Chromebook in Kami (free PDF app) and use the On-screen
keyboard in Chrome, found under Accessibility features. The keyboard contains
a voice recognition button, and also has word prediction to assist in writing.

- On a Macintosh turn on voice recognition, which can be then used in any
program, in the System Preferences, Dictation & Speech. When activated, it will
then place Start Dictation under the Edit menu in most programs to access.

- On a PC it can be found in the Control Panel under Ease of Access.

Alternate Keyboards for iPad

Lowercase Keyboard - This keyboard displays the OpenDyslexic font to increase
readability for some users with Dyslexia. Holding down the shift key on the keyboard will
toggle from lower to upper case letters.

The Math Keyboard - use this keyboard to type fractions
and other math symbols and functions. There is an abc
key on the keyboard to toggle to a qwerty keyboard to
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type letters, a 123 button to change to numbers, a f(X) to change to functions. Using this
keyboard you can swipe left or right to toggle between keyboards depending on the
option you are in.

MyScript Stylus - This keyboard allows you to use your stylus to write and has
handwriting recognition ability to translate your handwriting to typed text!

SuperKeys Assistive Keyboard - Some students may have physical difficulties making it
difficult for them to select individual keys on the keyboard. SuperKeys allows them to
press a targeted area containing the letter they are trying to select, and opens a pop up
window with an enlarged section allow the student to better select the letter they are
trying to type.

Read&Write for iPad - contains word prediction and a Read button that will read text in
the document you are typing in.

Keedogo Plus - color coded vowels, word prediction.-

Swype - allows you to drag your fingers connecting the letters in a word instead of
tapping on keys. For example holding down the letter S, dragging over to t, pausing,
then dragging over to O, pausing then over to p will type stop.
